Ecc 7:20 There is not a righteous man on earth who does what is right and never sins. ​
Romans 3:10- There is no-one righteous not even one; there is no-one who understands no-one 
who seeks God all have turned away, they have together become worthless. ​
1 Cor 6:9 Do you not know that the wicked will not inherit the kingdom of God? ​
Romans 11:20 But they were broken off because of unbelief ​
Hebrews3:19 So we see that they were not able to enter, because of their unbelief. ​

Psalm 37:39 The salvation of the righteous comes from the Lord. ​
Isaiah46:13 I am bringing my righteousness near... I will grant salvation to Zion. ​

How will God make people righteous? ​
Isaiah 53.11 My Righteous servant will Justify many and he will bear their iniquities. ​
Jeremiah 33.15-16 In those days at that time I will make a righteous Branch sprout from David's 
line;...In those days Judah will be saved.... this is the name by which it will be called: The LORD Our 
Righteousness. ​
​
How will the Lord be our righteousness? How do we get it? ​
Romans 3:22 This righteousness from God comes through faith in Jesus Christ to all who believe. ​
Romans 4:2 Abraham believed God, and it was credited to him as righteousness. ​
John 3:16 For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son that whoever believes in 
him shall not perish but have eternal life. ​

Can a person be righteous some other way? ​
Isaiah 45:24 In the Lord alone are Righteousness and strength. ​
